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From The Director

I wrote, produced and directed 10 one-hour radio theater plays in college, which I called,
"Dark Room Theater." I decided to recreate DARK ROOM THEATER for the TV
audience to offer a fresh sci-fi comedy/horror series that combined broad live-action and
animated qualities to make what I call, Live Action Animation. I grew up on Bugs
Bunny, Twilight Zone and Scooby Doo and wanted to find a way to combine all three.
That's what I've done with Dark Room Theater. There's no other show presenting the
horror/comedy format that can make the whole family giggle with chills. Above all, I
wanted to develop a show that focuses on well-crafted stories, great acting, and lots of
comedy.



Production Notes

Back in the early 90’s, at Temple University, writer director Benjamin Pollack was an
aspiring Theater Major undergrad. Although radio theater was a relic from the past,
Benjamin had a special love for the art from of telling narratives with sound only. So he
wrote, directed and acted in 10 one-hour episodes of a radio theater program he entitled,
Dark Room Theater.

The show managed to get on the air on both sides of the United States, and was then
tucked away into a box of fond memories and long forgotten. In the meantime, Benjamin
moved on with his life, which led him to Los Angeles, then to the American Film
Institute where he completed the Master’s program. Benjamin had become a
professional film editor and was looking to take the next step to directing. That’s when
Dark Room Theater came back to life.

Rewriting the scripts for the screen was a fascinating experience, not to mention a ton of
fun. What was funny or scary on radio was not the same when it was scripted out for the
screen. So the challenge was to translate the radio programs to the visual screen and
keep the same spirit of “fun and mystery” that the original show had.

With the scripts completed and ready to go, the next step was to assemble a team of
filmmakers. Of course, being an alumni of AFI, Benjamin sought his talent there. Being
on the same page with your team is imperative, and it is easier when you’re all from the
same book.

Casting had its challenges as well, especially since Dark Room Theater’s budget was
very lean. Aside from looking for quality undiscovered talent, Benjamin had the
challenge of finding actors who could help recreate the spirit of the original Dark Room
Theater. The casting process was both long and exhausting, but not compromising on
talent was well worth the extra time.

The biggest challenge was being Director/Producer. Wearing the hat of director and
producer is like being the cop and the criminal. The largest conflict being “money.” The
director wants more, the producer wants more for less, or just plain less. But as taxing as
both jobs could be, they were equally exhilarating. The result is Dark Room Theater, the
movie.

Richard Tyson

His most prominent role was as the villain Cullen Crisp, Sr. in Kindergarten Cop co-
starring alongside Arnold Schwarzenegger. He also starred as high school bully Buddy
Revell in the 1987 comedy Three O'Clock High. Richard can also be seen in the Farrelly
Brothers movies, Kingpin, Me, Myself & Irene and There's Something About Mary. The
latter features Tyson as Detective Krevoy who questions Ben Stiller in a classic scene
from the film. Tyson was also the co-star of the TV show Hardball alongside actor John
Ashton in the 1980s.

Richard's recent films include The Fear Chamber, Richard III, Flight of the Living Dead
(a film about a government-created virus that turns the dead into zombies being
transported on a plane) in which he plays a Sky Marshal, No Bad Days starring Michael
Madsen and the western Shoot First and Pray You Live also starring Jim Gaffigan and
James Russo. He is also the lead in the horror film Big Bad Wolf, in which he plays a
step father accused by his stepson of being a cruel and vicious werewolf.

His most recent work is the film Jake's Corner in which he plays ex-football star Johnny
Dunn who owns a small town called Jake's Corner. The film has been cited as Tyson's
best work to date and also stars singer B.J. Thomas and actor Danny Trejo.

Richard Tyson's acting credits also include guest appearances on the TV shows CSI: New
York, Boomtown, Martial Law as well as the films The Visitation (based on the best
selling novel) Battlefield Earth, Moscow Heat, Liar's Poker and Black Hawk Down.

The Filmmakers

Benjamin Pollack
Editor/Writer/Producer/Director

Benjamin Pollack’s roots are firmly grounded in the arts. The son of two professional
opera singers, Benjamin was a natural stage performer in both comedy and the dramatic
arts, earning his undergraduate degree in Theater at Temple University. There he wrote,
directed and acted in “Darkroom Theatre”, a nationally syndicated radio theater program.

Shortly thereafter, Benjamin moved to Los Angeles where he became a professional
writer and was inducted into the Writers Guild of America. He worked in the film
industry for many years writing for television, animation and film. In addition to writing,
to keep his acting muscle sleek and toned, Benjamin studied and performed with the
prestigious comedy improv troupe, The Groundlings.

After a successful and gratifying writing career, Benjamin decided to broaden his
knowledge of filmmaking and attended The American Film Institute’s Mater’s Program
where he studied narrative film editing: storytelling with pictures instead of words.

As a film editor, Benjamin has a wide range of projects under his belt which include
commercials for RayBan and the G.L.A.D.D organization, over 20 short films shot on
video and 35 mm film, two feature documentaries, a feature film entitled PLAYED
which stars Val Kilmer, Gabriel Byrne and Vinnie Jones, produced by John Daly and
picked up by Lionsgate, and most recently, editor and associate producer of the award
winning feature film, THE GARAGE.

In addition to Editing, Benjamin is an accomplished film producer. He has produced
films at The American Film Institute and with veteran Producer, John Daly (The
Terminator, Platoon, The Last Emperor) on a film entitled MOONPIE, which stars
Michael McDonald and Stephanie Weir from Mad TV and will finish post-production in
late 2007.

While at the American Film Institute, Benjamin was the editing department student
representative, held a seat on the Fellows Advisory Council, and served on AFI’s
Curriculum Review Committee as one of the only two student representatives. Benjamin
was also nominated for two ACE Eddie Awards in as many years, becoming one of two
editors in AFI’s history to be nominated two years in a row.

In addition, he was awarded two prestigious production grants for each of his thesis films,
the FotoKem award and the Fuji Filmmakers award, and was nominated by AFI’s Faculty
for class valedictorian.

Billy Goodrum is a natural born musician. He began classical studies on the piano at age
7 and throughout his youth his love of music grew to include a wide range of styles and
instruments including guitar, drums and violin. After graduating with honors from
Berklee College of Music in Boston he played with jazz legends Ronnie Laws and Lionel
