We stepped b oldly into pre -production in June of 2008, stepped, stumbled, but somehow
remained on our feet.  Fernando labored through many rewrites to get the script low

budget friendly. The changes included making all the interior se ts of the film (minus the
classroom and diner) able to be shot in one single house. Claire Wasmund found a home to
rent for two months in Lomita, CA, giving us ample time to prep our shoot. Director Karen
Bullis immediately began work with the art  department to create a colorful and thought

out look for this charming feature

Three weeks before shooting began it became apparent the role of Bambi needed to be
recast. The shoot was originally non -union but the perfect Bambi appeared in the form of
SAG actress Heather Tocquigny. The film went SAG signatory a few weeks before
production, something that would end up having big consequences (but ultimately  be
worthwhile) for the crew.
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Production O The majority of 7he Grover Complex was shot in Lomita, CA on a 15 day

shooting schedule. It takes a committed, capable and extremely go  od-natured crew to

wrap princip al photography of a 90 plus page s criptinl5days € and obvi ously we he
The film was shot on the Red One camera but Grove r and antagonist Ricky also have a

series of studentfiims. Gr over 6 s s twerteahoton thd Pamasonic AG-HVX200 to

create a clear distinction between the films  -within -the -film .

In the haste of the signatory process there was a miscommunication r esulting in an

additional $10,000 on the day of filming to avoid production shut -down. The budget during
production more than tripled, which wedve been to
sure was an unsettling one.

The final day of shooting, which  covered the first scenes of the movie, required Fernando

to shave off his impressive head of curls in orde
complex had turned the character into a walking mess. Karen Bullis planned out a series of

engaging steadicam shots to pull the audience right into the story.
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
